Paul Bradley Bellew (EB%) is Assistant Professor in the Department of
English Language and Literature at Fu Jen Catholic University in New Taipei
City, Taiwan. He completed his PhD at the University of Oregon in the United
States. His research focuses on social marginalization in US literature and
culture of the early 20™ century and generally works in the fields of modernism,
poetry and poetics, and gender and sexuality. He has published in The Journal
of American Studies and Twentieth-Century Literature and others. He is
currently working on a monograph about outsider writers in American literature
from the 1910s to the 1930s.

Kang-Po Chen (BR{H) is Associate Professor in the Department of English
at National Taipei University of Technology. His research focuses on British
Romanticism, especially the works of William Blake, with particular attention
to sexuality, eroticism, violence, and religion. He has published articles in
journals such as Wenshan Review: Literature and Culture, Blake/An Illustrated
Quarterly, Concentric: Literary and Cultural Studies, and Review of English
and American Literature. His current research project examines the Romantic
reinterpretation of the Cain-Abel narrative in the works of Blake, Byron, and
Coleridge.

Benjamin J. Heal (/]\7A) is Assistant Professor of American Literature in
the Department of Foreign Languages and Literature at National Chung Cheng
University, Taiwan. He earned his PhD in English Literature from the
University of Kent, UK. Dr. Heal is a leading scholar in Beat Studies. His
research focuses on transnationalism, experimental literature, and
transmediality, with a particular emphasis on the works of William S.
Burroughs and Paul Bowles. He has published numerous articles and book
chapters on topics including: William Burroughs and the ‘cut-up’ technique, the
works of poets ruth weiss and Harold Norse, the influence of jazz on Beat
literature, and transatlantic literary connections. His forthcoming monograph,
Transatlantic Crosscurrents, explores European influences on the works of
Paul Bowles and William S. Burroughs. Additionally, he is working on a revised
edition of Burroughs' 1981 novel, Cities of the Red Night. Dr. Heal is the Vice



President of the European Beat Studies Network (EBSN). He has held visiting
positions at Academia Sinica, University of Texas, and King's College London,
where he is currently researching Eric Mottram and the British Poetry Revival.
Beyond his academic work, he is also a poet and musician.

Lin Ka-chun (GE5ZES) currently serves as an assistant lecturer at HPSHCC.
His research encompasses Hong Kong music history, wind band studies,
cultural policy, music and politics, and idol culture studies. Lin has published
his research findings in various international academic journals and presented
at international conferences.

Subsequently author of two books on the vitalities and complexities of
Italian cultural history (2000 and 2007), White has held fellowships at the
Italian Academy of Columbia University, the Australian National University, at
the NSYSU in Kaohsiung, the University of Wyoming and the Armstrong
Browning Library of Baylor University. In the decade before Covid, he



occasionally taught graduate courses in universities in Taiwan and collaborated
on edited volumes with colleagues there: specifically, White wrote
introductions to The City and the Ocean: Journeys, Memory,
Imagination (2012) and Landscape, Seascape, and the Eco-Spatial
Imagination (2016). More recently he has published chapters with Oxford and
Palgrave on the Italian nineteenth-century novelist Manzoni, and on Paris as
represented by Balzac. At the invitation of the Royal Opera, White frequently
writes articles on opera for its Covent Garden programs.
